Last year, the show moved
south to Pomona, California, but that hasn’t
played well in the Bay Area. This year the
event was expanded to include five buildings
and became the largest Grand National
Roadster Show in its history.

The theme for this show was Hot Rods &
Hollywood, so there were some famous per-
sonalities in attendance. There were also
some of the “Overhaulin’” cars on display,
with an appearance by Chip Foose. The
California weather held, and because the
event was successful, it means we will see
many more AMBR shows at the Fairplex.
