The
very next season Dave Emery proved
that history could repeat itself with his
’32 Ford roadster. Now Ken Reister has
done it with his one-off *36 Ford road-
ster built by none other than Chip
Foose.

This elite
group of hot rodders are the only ones
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ever to win both the Ridler award and
the America’s Most Beautiful Roadster
award with their automotive works of
art.

On January 20-22, the 57th Annual
Grand National Roadster Show was held
at the Fairplex in Pomona, California,
and Reister’s 36 Ford roadster was
crowned with the AMBR honor. The ’36

to roll out of Chip Foose’s shop, Foose
